Separate precision LED displays for gain reduction, compression threshold and gate threshold allow quick, accurate
setup, while the 166XL’s intuitive operation lets users easily smooth uneven levels, add sustain to guitars, squash
drums or tighten up mixes. In Stereo couple mode, the Channel 1 controls become Master controls, and Channel 2 fol-
lows precisely to ensure a rock solid stereo image—even with high amounts of compression, through True RMS
Power Summing™ . Professionals and newcomers alike will find that the 166XL sets up rapidly and musically the first
time it is used, especially with the Auto attack and release function. Advanced applications are now easy, with the
166XL’s full sidechain functionality, and the ability to use either hard knee or OverEasy® compression algorithms.
